Irving Ordinance Information

To assist in keeping residents informed of City of Irving ordinances, each newsletter will include
information on some of the more common ones. This month features Irving’s residential parking and
refuse/garbage collection codes.

Residents Reminded of Residential Parking Ordinances

In an effort to create awareness of parking violations, the following information reminds
Irving residents of commonly violated parking ordinances.

“We have received a number of complaints on residential parking violations,” said
Police Chief Larry Boyd. “We want to educate Irving residents about some of the most
common parking issues so that fewer people will violate the parking ordinances.”

City ordinance requires that drivers parallel park their vehicles within 18 inches of the
edge of a roadway, facing in the direction of lawful traffic movement. On residential
streets many people park on the wrong side of the street, which faces against the flow
of traffic.

It is unlawful to park boats, truck tractors, trailers, semi-trailers, buses, motor homes, or
commercial motor vehicles that weigh greater than 1% tons on the street.

Vehicles may not be parked on a street, alley or public way for more than 48 hours.

It is illegal to park vehicles:

* On a sidewalk.

¢ In front of a driveway.

e Within an intersection.

® On a crosswalk.

¢ Within 30 feet of the approach to any flashing beacon, stop sign or traffic signal
located at the side of a roadway.

¢ Between a safety zone and the adjacent curb, or within 30 feet of points on the curb
immediately opposite the ends of a safety zone, unless indicated otherwise.

¢ Within 50 feet of a railroad crossing.

¢ Within 20 feet of the driveway entrance to any fire station and on the side of a street
opposite the entrance to any fire station within 75 feet of the entrance, when
properly signposted.

¢ Alongside or opposite any street excavation or obstruction when stopping, standing
or parking that would obstruct traffic.

¢ On the roadway side of any vehicle stopped or parked at the edge or curb of a
street.

¢ On a bridge or other elevated structure upon a highway or within a highway tunnel.
¢ At any place where official signs prohibit stopping.

¢ Within 15 feet of a fire hydrant.

¢ On the grass in front or side yards.

¢ On the grass in a rear yard without a privacy fence.

Refuse/Garbage Collection

Collection Tips you need to know:

e Refuse should be placed at your curbside, not in the street.

e Refuse should be placed at curb no earlier than 6 p.m. the evening prior to collection. Refuse
should be placed at the curb no later than 7 a.m. the morning of collection.

e Items must be bagged weighing less than 50 pounds per bag.

e Residents are required to place all hypodermic needles in a container that cannot be punctured,
such as an empty coffee can, plastic milk jug, or soda bottle with lid placed securely on the
container and taped closed. Call Solid Waste Services at (972) 721-2232 to arrange for a special
pick up.

e Large items (furniture, appliances, brush) are collected with the brush/bulky waste collection.

e Place your trash in plastic bags (20-30 gallon capacity/ minimum 2 millimeter thickness) or paper
refuse bags (2 ply / 50 pound wet strength) and closed securely.

e Paint, oil, oil filters, automotive batteries, tires and vegetable oil are collected by the special
waste collections vehicle. Additionally, some of these materials can be taken directly to the
Landfill.
