Irving Ordinance Information 

 
To assist in keeping residents informed of City of Irving ordinances and code requirements, each 

newsletter will include information on some of the more common ones. This month feature is Irving’s 
new irrigation policy.  

 
 

New Irrigation Standards Focus on Water Conservation 
 

New irrigation standards, based on state requirements, have been adopted to focus on water conservation 
and help ensure future availability. Full compliance with the ordinance will be phased in during 2009 and 
2010 to allow businesses and residents ample time to plan for and implement the necessary changes.  
 
New irrigation systems should be designed and installed by a licensed irrigator.  Homeowners may 
continue to install their own systems, but must comply with state regulations. The installation of a new 
system requires a permit and payment of the associated fee. Because of the new plan review and 
inspection requirements placed on the city, the fee has been adjusted to $100 for residential systems and 
$150 for commercial systems.  
 
New systems must: 

• Not spray on structures such as fences or retaining walls 
• Not have spray heads located within 4 inches of surfaces such as sidewalks or buildings 
• Not spray if landscaping is less than 4 feet in width (use bubblers or drip systems) 

 
It is a violation to: 

• Irrigate during precipitation or freezing temperatures (rain, snow, etc.) 
• Water areas such as sidewalks or streets 
• Irrigate with a broken or missing sprinkler head 
• Allow system leaks or problems that waste water 

 
Rain and freeze sensors are required: 

• On all new systems (permit fee required) 
• For commercial systems by January 2010 
• For residential systems by January 2011 

 
A city permit is not required to install sensors on existing irrigation systems. Several how-to sessions on 
installing rain and freeze sensors will be offered later this year. or more information, call Water Utilities

June 2, Aug. 25 | Citizens’ Police Academy 
 
Irving residents age 18 and older are invited to participate in the Irving Police Department’s Citizens’ 
Police Academy.  
 
This free educational program is designed to establish an open line of communication and understanding 
between the community and the Police Department to make Irving a safer place to live and work. 
 
The training program consists of classroom and limited hands-on instruction facilitated by various 
department staff. Topics include crime scene investigation, police communications, criminal 
investigations, domestic violence, gang unit, narcotics investigations and firearms training. Instruction 
also includes facility tours and the opportunity to participate in the patrol ride-along program. 
 
The academy is held three times a year. Classes meet 13 times during an 11-week period on Tuesday 
evenings from 7 to 10 p.m., with one Saturday class from 9 a.m. to 1 p.m. To graduate, participants must 
not miss more than three classes.
